$550 Million for DRIC Bridge an Act of Desperation

Federal Transport Minister John Baird has offered to pay for the cash-strapped Michigan government’s share of the costs of the Detroit River International Crossing project. This is a shocking and irresponsible expenditure of Canadian taxpayers’ money, and has deprived essential funding for sustainable transportation projects such as Transit City in Toronto. 

The Federal and Provincial governments have failed to provide a sound rationale for the Detroit River International Crossing; using faulty data, skewed traffic projections, and non-compliant environmental protection standards to justify the project. 

Sierra Club Ontario and Transport Action Ontario* will hold a news conference on May 13 to outline the reasons a coalition of ten non-profits in Michigan and Ontario oppose the Detroit River International Crossing and to explain sustainable alternatives.
